Group Leadership Project

Scenario: Mount Kotara is under heavy assault from Islamist Terrorists originating in Kreplacistan. You are a dashing emissary of the mighty Royal Canadian Air Force Materiel Command. The fate of the Dominion of Canada and the Kingdom of Mount Kotara depends on the weapons cache you have sworn your life to deliver. The Circle of Doom is a vortex of magnetic energy that absorbs all sound waves screamed or spoken. 

The Parade Gloss of Power is a sacred artifact that counteracts the omnipotent muting effects of the vortex. 

Objective: Bring entire team and arms shipment through the “Circle of Doom” atop Mount Kotara. 

Materials: 3 small water guns, 2 paper plates, 1 large plastic utensil, 1 can of parade gloss, 5 ground flags, 1 bandana, 1 rope, 1 container of Tinker Toys ® , basket (for containment of materials only: not for use in the scenario)

Rules: 

1.Equipment:  Is too dangerous be launched in any way.


Is too heavy to be lifted off of the ground completely. 


Is too fragile to be dragged.

   Arms Shipment:  Has been contaminated and, therefore, may not be touched.  

2. There will be no talking except for the person with the Parade Gloss of Power.

3.  Since the Circle of Doom is a vortex of Magnetic Energy, all personnel and equipment      in the Circle of Doom may not exit once they have entered a 1 meter perimeter around the Circle of Doom. 

4. Nobody who is touching/inside the Circle of Doom may be standing in the same manner. (i.e. standing with two feet on the ground…etc.) This is so that no one person is a prime target for attack. 

5. Acting as a homing beacon, all personnel present in the Circle of Doom must sing at the top of their lungs (the same song!!!) until the entire team has reached the objective. 

6. Upon entering the circle, personnel must sound off with a loud tribute to the class of CCSC of 2002.

7. If today’s date is 30 November (Hint: It is.) you have permission to sing “Happy Birthday” to C/Capt Danaca Hopkins, founder of the mighty Royal Canadian Air Force Materiel Command.   

8. No more than one third of the team may enter the Circle of Doom with any one gun.
