Summer encampment Cell phone policy

Scope:  To provide regulations for cell phone use by cadets and senior members during encampment for the purpose of containing distractions to training.

Modes of communication in order of priority:

We are counting on having plenty of radios to deal with communication. So provided that we have enough, radios are the primary communication mode.
Secondary mode is cell phones and or texting.

Third mode is by runner.

General policy for cell phone usage during encampment:

Students will surrender cell phones at check in.

Cadet staff will only have cell phone use during off duty time. While on duty, general cadet staff will not have cell phones on their person at any time. General Cadet staff using or monitoring a cell phone on duty in any capacity will be relieved of their position.

Executive cadet staff through 1st Sgt will keep their cell phones on their person while on duty for emergency use only. Emergency use does not include general communications within the command structure unless there is no other practical way to communicate encampment business. Examples of encampment business that would qualify if primary communications are not available (this does not mean inconvenient) would be; notifying that troops are in route or have arrived, logistical coordination’s that are of an immediate nature, ect.. 

Safety issues confirmed or assumed are to be communicated by the most expedient available manor.

If cell communication must be used in the presents of students the communication is to be immediate, to the point, and concluded quickly. This applies to cadets and Seniors members.

Personal use of cell phones by executive cadet staff, including personal communications between staff members that are on duty in any measure will be immediately relieved. 

Senior members:

If it is necessary to take cell calls due to personal work or family issues and you are on duty, notify a senior team member to cover for you before engaging in the call if at all possible.
