Flight Drill Competition

A flight drill competition is typically held in conjunction with final day of encampment. The flight drill competition characterized by a Flight Sergeant drilling his/her flight according to a specific drill card.  The Flight Commander and Flight Sergeant will be responsible for ensuring the flight is trained and ready for the special drill portion of the flight drill competition. 

(a) The FLT/CC will center the flight at the front of the drill pad, salute, and report to the evaluator, Sir (Ma'am),___ Flight is present for drill competition.  The evaluator will then select the precision drill cadet. 


(b) The Flight Sergeant will assume command, preposition the flight (approx. 30 seconds), salute, and report to the evaluator, Sir (Ma'am), ___ Flight is ready for the drill competition. The SET member will then provide the cadet one of five drill cards, allow 30 seconds for Flight Sergeant to review it, and direct the sequence to begin. The Flight Sergeant has 3 minutes to complete the drill sequence, reposition the flight, center him/herself three paces in front of the evaluator, salute, and report, Sir (Ma'am), ___ Flight has completed the drill competition. 
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THIS IS AN EXCERPT FROM AFMAN 36-2203. THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION DESCRIBES, STEP BY STEP, HOW AN INSPECTION IS BE PERFORMED.

4.5.1. The command is Open Ranks, MARCH. It is only given to s formation when i line at norm
interval. On the command MARCH, the fourth rank stands st and automatically executes dress righ
ress at normal interval. Each succeeding Fank in front of the fourthrank takes the required nombered o
paces, stepping off with the left foot and 4 coordinated amswing. halts, and automatically executes dress
right dress. The third rank akes one pce forwind, the sceond rank takes two paces forward, and the firs
rank takes thrce paces forward. Once halied, the distance bersieen ranks wil be 70 inches.

452, The flight comminder proceeds and ligns the flight. Once the fight is ligned. the figh
commander commands Ready, FRONT. If the flight is o be inspected, the flght commander takes one
step forward and fuces to the rieht in & position in front of the suide.




[image: image3.png]453. The flight commander salutes and reports to the inspector Sir (Ma’am), Flight is
prepared for inspection. As soon as the flight comminder his been inspected. he or she is asked to
accompuny the inspector. The light commander then executes  left face (down line) and commands
Second, Third, and Fourth Elements, Parade, REST. The flight commander executes 4 hulf lefc in
mrching without srm swing and halts one pace 1 the Fight and one pace 1o the rear of the inspector
(This causes the flight commnder (0 precede the inspector.) This position is maintained tiroughout the
inspection of the front of each respative Fank. When maving from individual t individual during the
inspetion, the inspector and flight commander simultancously execute 4 fuce 1o the right in marching
and an inplace halt.




[image: image4.png]4.53.1. The movement is executed by pivoting 90 degrees to the right on the ball of the right foot,
simulaneously siepping ovar the right foot wit the left foot and placing the left oot paralll o the rank
being inspected. Then advance onc shortsiep Wit the right fot, and place the right oo pointed toward
the flight. Next bring the left heel into the ight heel, and once again reassume the position of attention
The upper portion of the body remuins 4t the positon of atiention, and the arm swing is suspended
throughout when inspecting the frontof each rank.

4532, These movements should plac the inspevtor directly in front of the next individusl 1o be
inspected, sill proceded by the light commander. Afier the inspector has inspected the Lt individual i
the front rank. the flght commander hesitates momentarily and allows the inspector (o precede him o
her s the inspector inspects the front rnk: from the rear. Normaly. doring the inspection of the rear o
cach rank. the light commander follows the inspector approximtly two paces to the rear, hlting wher
the inspector hals. Afier inspecting the rear of each rank, the flight commander alts in front of the
second person of each rank and faces 10 the right a the same time as the inspector halts in front of the
first person. (These procedures are used to inspect the front and rear of subscquent rnks.)

454, After inspecting the enire light, the inspector marches off 1o the right lank (element leaders) o
the flight. The flight commander proceeds directly to a position three paces beyond the front Fank. halts
faces (0 the left (down line), and commands Flight, ATTENTION. The flight commander then takes
one step forward with 4rm swing and fices 0 the right. The inspector marches (& position direcly i
front of the flight commander and gives comments, After receiving comments, the flight commander

Before giving further comminds, the flight commander fuces left (down line) and commands Close
Ranks, MARCH, gives parae fest, at ease, of rest (whichever is approprite), und posts i front of and
centered on the flight

4:5:5. 1F inspection results are recorded, the following procedures apply. While the flight commander s
inspected, the recorder; that s, first sergeant or light sergeant, takes one step (0 the rear, faces 10 the
right, und marches to 4 positon one pace to the right and one pace 1 the front of the guide. He or she
then Taces down line and prepures 10 tecord the inspection result. The recorder follows the inspector
Who s always moving forward, in the front and rear of euch rank. (The flight commander follows the
reconder during the inspetion of the rear of cach rank.) Once the Inspector inspects from the Fear the las
individual in each rank, nomally the gude or element leader, the inspector tums and hults direcdly in
front of the clement leader of the next rank. The reconder marches past the inspector and reassumes the
position of following the inspector. Afier the st element his been nspected. the inspector inspecrs the
reconder and commands POST. The recorder posts. The flight commander marches thrce paces beyond
the front rank, s, faces 10 the left (down lne), commands Flight, ATTENTION, takes one step
forward with 4rm swing, faces (0 the right, Teceives comments from the inspector, und salutes upon
deparure. Before giving further commands, e flight commander faces left and comminds Close
Ranks, MARCH. He or she then gives purade est, at s, or est; whichever Is appropriate, und posts
in front of and centered on the flight.





[image: image6.png]4.5.6. When the inspection purty finishes inspecting the first element and before the inspector halts in
front of the fist person of the second element, the second clement leader ussumes the posiion o
tention. The element Ieader tums his or her head approximatcly 45 degrecs down line and commnds
Second Element, ATTENTION. When the first element leader can see the inspector out of the comer
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Parade, REST. This procedure is repeated throughout the remuining elemens.

46. Close Ranks. To close ranks whien at open ks, e command is Close Ranks, MARCH. On the
commind MARCH, the frst rank stands st The second rank takes one puce forward with coordinated
arm swing and hals at the posidion of atention, The thind and fourth ranks take two and thee pices
forward, respectively, and halt at attention.
