KNOWLEDGE BOWL GUIDELINES
Guidelines: Four cadets from each flight will compete in each round of the knowledge bowl.  The same four cadets cannot be used throughout the competition.  Each cadet must have an opportunity to participate.  Every other question, one person from the team will be rotated to insure all members participate.

Rotation:  A simple eight team tournament bracket will be used.  First round will oppose flights from different squadron so that no flight competes in the first round against a flight form its own squadron.

Rounds:  The first round will be twenty questions in length.  The same questions will be used for each first round, with all four occurring in different locations at the same time.  The eight cadets participating will set around a bell that they will ring if they know the answer to the question.  A cadet may ring in before the question s is complete, but the question will not be completed before the cadet submits the answer.  If that answer is incorrect, the question will be reread for the other team.  Once a member of a team has attempted to answer, the rest of the team does not have a chance to submit an answer.  In the championship round, each match will also be twenty questions in length.  They will, however, be twenty different questions for each round.

Scouring and judging:  Each correctly answered question will be worth two points.  Each incorrect answer will result in a deduction of one point.  The first team to ring the bell will be allowed to answer first.  Any disputes will be decided by the on-site judge.  At each competition site there will be one SET member reading questions.  The answer will be written with the question, making the SET member also the determiner of correctness for each answer given.  The SET member administering the round is the final judge and is solely responsible for the round.  One CSA will be assigned to each round to keep score and serve as witness to the administering SET.  The score will be kept in a place where both flights can see.  The championship round will be score, timed, and judged entirely by SET with the SET commander the deciding authority of the competition.
Competition:  During the competition, silence will be maintained.  The flight commander and flight sergeant must have control of their flights at all times.  Cheering, booing, or other noise is not acceptable.  The flight creating noise will incur a penalty of two points each time an interruption is noticed.  Flights not participating will drill or study for the post test rather than watch the competition.  The winner will be announced after SET has had an opportunity to review each portion of competition and tally the championship round points in the event of a tie.
