Imagine for a moment that you are the president of the United States.  After you are done thinking about all the cool privileges and powers I hope that the immense responsibility of this job will dawn on you.  The most important of those responsibilities is safety of this nation and protecting its inhabitants.  President Bush currently has to deal with this responsibility in the form of Iraq.  He is making decisions that are not to popular with half the country, but regardless of what the opponents of these decisions say they are being made in our best interests.  

Look at Iraq.  It is a relatively small third world nation run by a tyrannical dictator.  And what makes this unstable country a threat to us is their possession of weapons of mass destruction.  By this I mean chemical, biological, and possibly nuclear weapons.  To make the situation worse this country has a history of training, supporting, equipping, and harboring terrorists.  It has been discovered that the Iraqi government would pay large sums of money to the families of Palestinian suicide bombers.  There are even allegations that just months before the attacks on the world trade center and pentagon the leader of those attacks meet with an Iraqi intelligence agent in Prague, Czech Republic.  

The arsenal that Sadam has at his disposal contains some of the most frightening concoctions man has ever created.  VX, anthrax, and serin just to name a few.  For anyone who saw The Rock, VX was the chemical used in that movie.  It does not work exactly like that; in fact it is a little more severe.  This man has massive stockpiles of all sorts of agents like this.  Even after attempts by the UN to locate and destroy these weapons he still holds onto tons of them.  600 metric tons according to CNN.  And he is looking to increase his inventory.  Just a few months ago two men were apprehended in Turkey enroute to Iraq with weapons grade uranium that was to be used in Iraq’s quest to create a nuclear weapon.  

He has used the weapons before.  Against the U.S. and Israel during the Gulf War and in an effort of genocide against the Kurds in the mid 90s.   The only thing that is keeping Iraq from attacking American soil directly is their lack of a suitable launch vehicle for these warheads.  They currently have only Scud missiles which are what is referred to in military terms a theater range ballistic missile with a max range of about 1500 miles.  

What would happen if Sadam Husain were to give any quantity of his stockpile to a terror group?  I shudder to think but the result could be a catastrophe that would dwarf the September 11 attacks in comparison. 

The point of all of this is that Sadam Hussein is a dangerous and unpredictable man who poses a clear and present danger to out country.  Now it is a sensitive area whenever you are dealing with invading a soverign nation but I belive that the Bush administration has gone
