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The fate of nations, that is what is what leaders decide when they choose which is more important, the mission or the man. Those criteria are the missions importance, mans importance and the nations importance.  


The mission’s importance is it crucial or insignificant. In one and only one situation or instance is the mission more important than the man. Only when a state or nation is in jeopardy is the mission above the man in importance. According to history and logical strategy it is better to lose 10 men than to lose 10,000. In a war mans life cannot be measured in money it can only be measured by what his death will accomplish.
