Assignments
1) *Paper #1 
            - 300-500 word paper on personal Leadership Philosophy. Given Before CTEP. Due Upon Arrival. Estimated Time 1.5 hours. 
2) *Paper #2

- 300 to 500 word paper over leadership mistakes in “Twelve O’clock High” and who you would have handled them had you been in their shoes. Estimated time 1.5 hours. Given 2145 Friday Evening. Due 0700 Saturday Morning.
3) *Group Presentation 

- 8 to 10 minute group presentation on why the cadets should attend a certain activity. Students will be divided into 4 groups of 5 cadets. Each student should contribute a portion of the presentation. Assigned 2145 Friday Evening. Due 1945 on Saturday. Estimated time 2 hours.
4) TLP #1
5) 300-1000 word essay on personal leadership philosophy. (Notice that this is similar to the first topic in order to communicate the idea that leadership does not necessarily need to fall into the three main categories listed in the leadership text.) Estimated time 1.5 hours. Assign 0830 Saturday Morning. Due before lights out Saturday evening.
6) *Individual Speech 

- 2 to 3 minute speech over what changes you face when moving from an NCO to an officer and how to overcome them. due 0730 Sunday Morning. Estimated time 1.5  hours. Assign 0830 Saturday Morning.
7) Squadron Meeting Schedule

- Cadets will plan a meeting for a hypothetical squadron for the month of May. Students have 4 3 hour meetings that have to have times, activities, the leader and the place. Students will be assigned leadership positions in which they will briefly describe what they plan to cover in the squadron meeting. These positions include Cadet Commander, Emergency Services Officer, Aerospace Officer, Safety Officer and Flight Commander. Cadets should include all of the minimum monthly meeting requirements. Students will have 8-10 minutes to discuss their meeting. Due 1000 Saturday Morning.  Students will be given class time to prepare.

- Evaluation of powerful leaders. Cadets will be given class time to do this assignment.
