Narrator:

Membership in Civil Air Patrol demands dedication to the principles of freedom. We assist in providing emergency services, we foster the development of aerospace education, and we are the foundation of the Civil Air Patrol Cadet Program. Through the cadet programs we dedicate ourselves to the principles of leadership, and set an example for all Americans to follow in a world where aerospace education sets the progress of our community, state, and nation.

Reads the following Wright Brothers Achievement Eulogy:

“Orville and Wilbur Wright came from a Dayton, Ohio, from a bicycle shop to Kitty Hawk to challenge fate and achieve everlasting fame. The Wright Brothers overcame tradition and faulty information to provide the world with the most glorious 120 feet in the history of transporting mankind. The heritage they gave to the American people provides the surest guarantee of this nation’s continuing ability to exercise moral force for the freedom of mankind and the peace of the world.


The wheel and the sail, (conceived in distant antiquity) and now the wing would revolutionize the new world of aviation.  The step from global flight to mass interstellar transmit was less problematic than the step the Wright Brothers took from balloon to airplane.  They gave mankind its first chance to share a God’s eye view of the complex world beneath the wing.  Simultaneously, they removed the geographic and climatic barriers obstructive to man’s insatiable need to travel.


Yes, whenever man through mechanical means continues to rise to the challenge of the third dimension and bridges the gap between earth and universe, the Wright Brothers will have given the impetus, and their leadership is typical of young, dynamic Americans. Orville and Wilbur accepted a near impossible challenge, and they succeeded in meeting that challenge. We are grateful that they provided us with the opportunity to walk in great fortune on the high road of history.”
